Ruth and Naomi
“Where you go I’ll go. Where you stay I’ll stay. Your people will be my people. Your God will be my God.” Ruth 1:16.  These are the words Ruth shares with Naomi is feeling lost and alone. Maybe Naomi questions what other misfortunes God could have for her.  She has already been displaced from her homeland, lost her husband and two sons.  Naomi may have felt like giving up.  Yet in Naomi’s moment of destitute Ruth reaches out with compassion.  She looks for comfort for both herself and her mother in law stabilizing herself in something familiar and true, the family she knows with Naomi.


The words of Ruth remind us of how steady the love of God is.  Ruth commits herself to Naomi, giving up homeland and even identity.   God too stands near us, pursues us and will never leave us.  From one land to another God was with the women of this story providing love and shelter.  We can learn that God always provides what we need, even in a time of famine or isolation.  God is there.  Our job is to trust him, radically.
